BATTLES IN THE NORTH GEAR REQUIREMENTS FOR ALL TOURNAMENTS
If any of the following requirements is not met and the problem is not corrected, the fighter may be disqualified from the tournaments. Borrowing equipment from other fighters is permitted, but must result in no delay between fights, otherwise the delayed fighter may be disqualified.
No skin is to be exposed anywhere.
Fencing mask: Must be in good condition with no dents, cracks, or other signs of abuse, overuse or faulty construction that may lead to failure.
Back of the head protection: The plate covering the back of the head has to be able to withstand and absorb the most powerful two-handed blows without having any adverse effect to the wearer.
Throat protector: Must be adjusted to protect the throat area and not hang loose.
Fencing jacket: Must cover the arms and the torso completely. No skin must be exposed if it’s lifted when the fighter raises the arms high.
Elbow and knee protection: Made from hard plastic, it must also protect the joint from strikes coming from the side.
Gloves: Must be thoroughly protective of the entirety of the hand and of good quality. If metal plates are part of the glove, they must be silenced, so as to produce a different sound when struck to the sound made when the sword is struck.
Groin protector: Optional for women. Steel “Muay Thai” style groin protectors are highly recommended, plastic is to be avoided.
Chest protector: Required for both men and women.
Shin protector: Must have hard plastic plates.
Leg protector: Optional for both men and women.
In the Longsword Tournament the Longswords must be of 'Federschwert' type with or without cross-guard rings and schilts with rounded tips and blunt edges or regular longswords with rounded tips and blunt edges. The crossguard and pommel cannot be pointy. Their overall length must not be greater than 138 cm and their blades must be flexible in their last 1/3 with a folded or large and rounded tip.
The sword types usable in the Sword & Buckler Tournament are arming swords and sideswords. If you are using a sword that, even though blunt, is designed to resemble a single-edged sword, reverse strikes will not by counted normally but at the discretion of the referee.
Bucklers will be provided by the competition.
